Japanese invasion

The two Japanese invasions of Korea took place from 1592 to 1598.  These invasions are known as Imjin Waeran in Korean. 
The Japanese army was led by General Toyotomi Hideyoshi. The Japanese fought many battles against Korea, and one of the most famous was the Battle of Sacheon. Admiral Yi defeated the Japanese Navy in Sacheon Bay using his Turtle Ship.

Korean war

Kim Il Sung
Kim Il-sung (15 April 1912 – 8 July 1994) was a Korean politician who ruled North Korea from 1948 until his death in 1994. His son, Kim Jong-Il, was the leader of North Korea until December 2011.
